Dear Professor Kuiper,

I have just recently received a letter from the Swedish
Natural Science Research Council (NFR), where I am asked to
give a detailed account of my stay with you at IHES 1976-77
plus a"general statement of my opinion about IHES, put in
relation to the long-time priority plans of NFR".
This letter seems to be only one of many indications, that the
opinion in Sweden might be changing, concerning an affiliation
of some kind with IHES.
Inspired by the letter, I have brought up the question with some
collegues within NFR, who have expressed a definite interest
in these matters. Furthermore, NFR itself states in the letter
that they are contemplating for the next future, to give highest
priority to Swedish participation in research centers abroad.
This is a change in attitude, which, together with the fact that
I have long-time experience from IHES, accounts for the letter to
me on these matters. Besides, there has been internal Swedish
matters, related to changes in position etec, which would favour
an affiliation-drive.
So, therefore, on discussing these matters the other day with
Mats-0Ola Ottoson, whom you know, the conclusion was reached that
the moment is favourable to bring up the question once again,
using the opportunity which my report to NFR offers. I am thus
planning to give this report the form of a "plaidoyer” for these
matters.

For this report however, I would need a list of the preprints
produced at IHES during say the last year, to provide a basis
for my report. If you could arrange that, I would be most grate-
ful.

As you can see, I am presently not at Institut Mittag-Leffler
but temporarily in Clausthal to help organizing a summer school
on "Differential Geometric Methods in Mathematical Physics”.
